The saddle stitching is durable and the book easily 
fits in a jacket pocket. The maps for each section of the city are easy to flip open and the color makes them easy to 
read. The highlighting of Metro stations on all maps in addition to the having the entire Metro map inside the back 
cover is a great feature. The highlights and recommendations for each area are basic, but good enough if you're only 
visiting for a few days.

It has a nice 
metro map as well and it's nice to be able to go out for the day and refer to the book to find out what good food or 
shops might be nearby.
