The
pages feel very thick, amost like you're reading a young child's cardboard book. But like magic, the pages unfold UP,
not from side to side, so you're looking at a double-page map that takes up roughly 3/4 of the page, with the bottom
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section highlighting the tourist attractions (museums, churches, palaces, theaters, piazzas) in the area -- brief
descriptions, addresses, hours, phone numbers, and color photographs. The index lists several hundred sites you may
want to visit, and references them back to the appropriate map. They have been incredibly efficient in cramming so
much information into such a compact design.
